In the hill tribes, the accommodation is very basic -
sleeping inside on a mat on the floor. In some
villages there is a western toilet and running water
for showers, in some there may be a drop toilet or
bucket shower. Staying in the hill tribes is an
incredible opportunity to experience traditional
village life! At the Thailand Hub, you'll be staying in
dorm-style accommodation, sharing your room with
up to 3 other participants. There are western
showers and toilets, as well as communal spaces
for relaxing. 

We provide 3 vegetarian meals per day Monday-

Any required transport for project work and airport
pick-up and drop-off. Our team can also help you
organize transport so you can explore the area in
your free time.
